• 40,413 participants have entered the Scheme (incl ECEI) since July 2013 and 

currently reside in South Australia. 38,548 of these continue to be active.

• 22,626 of active participants are receiving supports for the first time.

• In the current quarter, 1,548 participants have entered the Scheme and there are 352 

children with initial supports in the ECEI gateway at the end of December 2020.

• 7,205 plans have been reviewed this quarter.

• 2,151 access decisions have been made in the quarter, 1,700 of which met access 

and are still active as at 31 December 2020.

• 111 (7.2%) of the new active participants this quarter identified as Indigenous, taking 

the total number of Indigenous participants in SA to 2,174 (5.7%).

• 135 (8.7%) of the new active participants this quarter are Culturally and Linguistically 

Diverse (CALD), taking the total number of CALD participants in SA to 2,861 (7.5%).

• Far North (SA) has the highest average annualised committed supports, followed by Eastern Adelaide.

• Northern Adelaide has the highest utilisation at 71%, whilst Far North (SA) has the lowest utilisation at 50%.

• Only utilisation of committed supports from 1 April 2020 to 30 September 2020 is shown, as experience in the most recent 3 months is still emerging.
