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Baseline outcome measures were collected on 

100% of participants receiving their initial plan in 

2016-17. Most were school-aged children or young 

adults. About half of young adults were happy with 

their level of independence, and about half of 

parents/carers of school aged children thought they 

were developing independence. More than three 

quarters of young adults wanted more choice and 

control in their life. Levels of employment were very 

low.

For family/carers of children aged 0 to 14, fewer 

than one half have a paid job and only 46% say they 

are able to work as much as they want. Fewer than 

one half say they are able to see family and friends 

as much as they want.
